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It has pleats at the waist
and is held up by adraw-
string or an elastic belt.
The middle portion of a
Salwar is very wide and-
baggy, but it gradually
tapers down around the
ankle. Another variation
insalwar is the Churidar
style which is a somewhat
like a tight trouser, but
withits fabric ending in
various small folds around
the ankles. Usually Indian-
women also wear a dupat-
ta across their shoulders,
over the Salwar or Chu-
